"https" URI schenes. The present nmeno formally updates RFC 6455,

whi ch defines the URI schemes defined for the WbSocket Protocol, to
extend the use of these well-known URIs to those URI schenes.

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1. Introduction

[ RFC5785] defines a path prefix, "/.well-known", that can be used by
wel | -known URIs. It also contains an I ANA registry for URl suffixes
to be used with this path prefix for form ng well-known URISs.

In [ RFC5785], this nmechanismis specifically defined for the "http"
and "https" UR schemes (now defined in [RFC7230]). Oher UR
schenes such as "coap" and "coaps" [ RFC7252] have since picked up
this mechanism sharing the registry of URI suffixes with that for
HTTP(S) .

[ RFC6455], which defines the URI schenmes defined for the WbSocket
Protocol, "ws" and "wss", does not define the use of well-known URIs
for these URI schenes.

The present nmeno formally updates [ RFC6455] to extend the use of
[ RFC5785] well-known URIs to the URI schenes "ws" and "wss".

Wel | -known URIs for "ws" and "wss" share the registry for UR
suffixes established by [ RFC5785]; no change is necessitated by the
present menp in the registry or its | ANA considerations.

3. Security Considerations

The Security Considerations of [RFC5785] apply and need to be
considered for all well-known URISs.

It has al ways been possible to form"ws" and "wss" URIs in such a way
that they map to well-known HTTP(S) URIs when using the procedure in
Section 4 of [RFC6455]; no new security considerations are created by
now formally maki ng the well-known URI mechani sm available for "ws
and "wss".

resour ces becom ng avail abl e under the equivalent HTTP(S) URI formnmed
by Section 4 of [RFC6455] pose any information disclosure or other
security considerations.
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
