The sender of this commuand DEMANDS t hat the recei ver conduct no
further negotiation of options on the "Extended Options List".

The subconmand contains information required for the negotiation
of an option of the "Extended Options List". The format of the
subcomand is discussed in section 5 bel ow.

Motivation for the Option

Eventual Iy, a 257th TELNET option will be needed. This option wll
extend the option list for another 256 options in a manner which is
easy to inplenent. The option is proposed now, rather than |ater

(probably much later), in order to reserve the option nunber (255).

An Abstract Description of the Option

The EXOPL option has five subconmmand codes: WLL, WONT, DO DON T,
and SB. They have exactly the same neanings as the TELNET conmands
with the sane nanes, and are used in exactly the same way. For

consi stency, these subconmmand codes w ||l have the same values as the
TELNET conmand codes (250-254). Thus, the format for negotiating a
specific option on the "Extended Options List" (once both parties
have agreed to use it) is:
