A discard
service sinply throws away any data it receives

TCP Based Di scard Service

One discard service is defined as a connection based application on
TCP. A server listens for TCP connections on TCP port 9. Once a
connection is established any data received is thrown away. No
response is sent. This continues until the calling user term nates
t he connecti on.

UDP Based Di scard Service
Anot her discard service is defined as a datagram based application on

UDP. A server listens for UDP datagrams on UDP port 9. Wen a
datagramis received, it is thrown away. No response is sent.
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
