Sel ection of Trustees

Thi s docunent revises the original Trustee sel ection procedures
defined in [ RFC4071] and [ RFC4371] to elim nate the requirenent that
Trust ees be drawn fromthe nenbers of the | ACC

In this newy revised | ETF Trust structure, there will be five
Trustees. Three shall be appointed by the | ETF Nom nating Conmittee
(NonCom) and confirmed by the Internet Engineering Steering G oup
(IESG, one shall be appointed by the I ESG and one shall be

appoi nted by the Internet Society (1SOC) Board of Trustees. The
appoi ntments by the I ESG and the | SOC Board of Trustees do not
require confirmtion

The I ETF Trust Chair inforns the nom nating conmittee of the Trustee
positions to be reviewed. The IETF Trust will provide a summary of
the expertise desired of the Trustee candidates to each appointing
body.

A change to the Trust Agreenent is required to put this change into
effect, and this docunment requests that the current Trustees nake
this change at the earliest convenient tinme and no later than the end
of the 104th | ETF neeting in March 2019

The terms of the appointed Trustees fromthe | ETF NomCom shall be
three years. The initial selection shall be one, two, and three year
terns in order to initially stagger the terns. The other

appoi ntments by the I ESG and the | SOC Board of Trustees shall be two
year terns, with the initial terns being one and two years,
respectively. The goal of the staggered initial ternms is to mnimze
potential Trustee turnover in any single year. To nmaintain the

staggered terns, each appointing body may, at its discretion, appoint
Trustees for shorter terns as needed in exceptional situations, e.g.,
for md-termvacancies or when an appointnent is not ready by the
time of the first I ETF neeting of the year.

Once the initial Trustee selections according to the procedures in
this document are conplete, and at each subsequent annual neeting of
the I ETF Trust (once new Trustees are seated), the Trustees shall

el ect one Trustee to serve as | ETF Trust Chair by a majority vote of
the | ETF Trust.

Trust ees appointed by the | ETF NonCom may be recalled according to
the recall process described in [BCP10]. Trustees appointed by the
| ESG or by the | SCC Board of Directors nay be recalled by the

appoi nting body. For appointnments nade by the |ESG the IESGis
expected to run an open sel ection process and to consider the
necessary skill set and conflicts of interest as part of that
process.
