el sewhere. Rather than reissue those referencing docunments
individually, this specification provides updates to them and
deprecat es some now obsol ete docunents to ensure that there is no
confusion due to these changes.

In 2018, the | ETF began the transition to a new admi nistrative
structure, and updated its | ETF Adm nistrative Support Activity
(IASA) to a new "I ASA 2.0" structure [RFC8711]. Key |IASA 2.0 changes
have been specified in a series of docunents, including changes to
the I ETF Trust [RFC8714], the rationale for it [RFC8715], a new
defining docurment for the | ETF Administration LLC [LLC Agreenent]
(informally called the "I ETF LLC' or just "the LLC' in places in this
docunent and el sewhere), and adjustnents to the procedures for

nom nations and sel ections for relevant positions [RFC8713].

In addition to nore substantive changes that are described in those
and ot her docunents, the I ASA 2.0 structure changes several position
titles and organi zational relationships that are referenced in other
docunents. Rather than reissue those docunents individually, this
docunent provides a unified update to them

Thi s docunent updates RFCs 2028, 2418, 3005, 3710, 3929, 4633, and
6702 (citations in context below) to nmake those term nol ogy and

rel ated changes. 1In addition, with the authorization of the IAB, it
requests that the Informational RFC 3716 be made Historic (see
Section 4). The sections that followidentify the details of the
rel evant docunments and the required changes.

Where Appropriate, Replacement of the | ETF Executive Director
Position with the Managing Director, |ETF Secretariat

Under the I ASA 2.0 structure, nost of the responsibilities of the
fornmer position of | ETF Executive Director have been assigned to a
new position (or at least title) of Managing Director, |ETF
Secretariat. An "Executive Director" title is now associated with
different, and largely new, responsibilities as an officer of the
| ETF Administration LLC. These changes are covered in the
description of the new structural arrangenments [RFC8711].

Renoval of the | ETF Executive Director as an Option

In a few cases, it is no longer appropriate for either the Managi ng
Director, |ETF Secretariat (former |ETF Executive Director position)
or the new | ETF Executive Director (for the LLC) to performa
particul ar historical function. The relevant docunents are updated
to renove the | ETF Executive Director fromthe list of people with
specific responsibilities or authority. Those docunents will not be
updated to use "Managing Director, |ETF Secretariat" but, instead,
the mention of the position will sinply be dropped.

RFC 3716 [ RFC3716] was a report of an | AB Advisory Committee that
served as a starting point for the work that led to the original |ASA
structure. That report was an | AB docunent rather than an | ETF one.
The | AB approved a proposal to move RFC 3716 to Historic on March 6,
2019 [I AB-3716-Historic].
