The ISE is
appoi nted by the 1AB, and also interacts with the | ETF Administration
Limted Liability Conpany (LLC).

Thi s version obsol etes RFC 6548 to replace all references to the
Internet Administrative Support Activity (1ASA) and rel ated
structures with those defined by the I ASA 2.0 structure.

This docunent
defines the managenent function for the |ndependent Subnission
stream specifically the role of |Independent Subm ssion Editor (I SE)

The previous version of this docunent [ RFC6548] is a derivative of
[ RFC5620], Section 3.2, and was separated out from[RFC6635].

Thi s docunent updates the | ndependent Submi ssion Editor Mdel to
align it with the 1ASA 2.0 structure [RFC3711] that creates the | ETF
Adm nistration Limted Liability Conmpany ("LLC') managed by a board
of directors ("LLC Board"). This docunent obsol etes [ RFC6548].

I ndependent Subni ssion Editor

The I1SE is an individual who is responsible for the | ndependent
Submi ssion stream of RFCs, as defined by [ RFC8729]. The I ndependent
Submi ssion stream and the | SE are not under the authority or
direction of the RSE or the RFC Series Oversight Conmittee (RSQOC)
(see [RFC8728]). As noted below, the ISE is appointed by and is
responsible directly to the | AB.

Qualifications

The ISE is a senior position for which the followi ng qualifications
are desired:

1. Technical conpetence, i.e., broad technical experience and
perspective across a wi de range of Internet technol ogi es and
applications, and also the ability to work effectively with
portions of that spectrumin which they have no persona
expertise.

2. Thorough fanmiliarity with the RFC series.

3. An ability to define and constitute advisory and docunent review
arrangenments. |f those arrangenents include an Editorial Board
simlar to the current one or sone equival ent arrangenent, the
ability to assess the technical conpetence of potential Editorial
Board menbers (see Section 3).

4. Good standing in the technical community, in and beyond the |ETF.
5. Denonstrated editorial skills, good command of the English
| anguage, and denonstrated history of being able to work
effectively with technical docunments and materials created by
ot hers.

6. The ability to work effectively in a nulti-actor environment wth
di vided authority and responsibility sinmilar to that described in
[ RFC6635] .

Responsibilities

The ISE is an individual who may have assistants and who is
responsi ble for:

1. Maintaining technical quality of the |Independent Subm ssion
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stream
2. Review ng, approving, and processing |Independent Subm ssions.

3. Forwarding draft RFCs in the Independent Subnission streamto the
RFC Production Center.

4. Defining and devel opi ng the scope of the Independent Subm ssion
streamas a part of the overall RFC Editor function [RFC6635].

5. Review ng and approving RFC errata for |ndependent Submi ssions.

6. Coordinating work and conformng to general RFC Series policies
as specified by the | AB and RSE.

7. Providing statistics and docunentation as requested by the RSE
and/ or LLC

The |1 SE may choose to select individuals to participate in an

Advi sory Board for assistance in special topics as the | SE deens
appropriate. Such an Advisory Board exists at the pleasure of the
ISE, and its nenbers serve at the pleasure of the |ISE

The individual with the listed qualifications is selected by the | AB
after input has been collected fromthe comunity.

Wiile the ISE itself is considered a volunteer function, the | AB
consi ders mai ntai ning the | ndependent Submi ssion stream part of the
| AB's supported activities. Therefore, the LLC should include these
costs in the | ASA budget.

| ndependent Subm ssion Editorial Board

The I SE is supported by an Editorial Board for the review of

I ndependent Subm ssi on stream docunents. This board is known as the
I ndependent Subm ssion Editorial Board. This volunteer Editoria
Board exists at the pleasure of the ISE, and its nenbers serve at the
pl easure of the ISE. The existence of this board is sinply noted
within this nodel, and additional discussion of such is considered
out of scope of this docunent.
