The sender of this comand demands to stop transmitting, or to
refuses to begin transmtting, the EOR code when transmitting data
characters.

| AC DO END- OF- RECORD
The sender of this command requests that the sender of data start
transmtting the EOR code when transmitting data, or the sender of
this command confirns that the sender of data is expected to
transmt EORs.

| AC DON' T END- OF- RECORD
The sender of this command demands that the receiver of the
command stop or not start transmitting EORs when transmtting
dat a.

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4. Mbtivation for the Option

Many interactive systens use one (or nore) of the normal data
characters to indicate the end of an effective unit of data (i.e., a
record), for exanple, carriage-return (or line-feed, or escape).
Sone systens, however, have sone special neans of indicating the end
of an effective data unit, for exanple, a special key. This Tel net
option provides a neans of comunicating the end of data unit in a
standard way.

5. Description of the Option

When the END- OF- RECORD option is in effect on the connection between
a sender of data and the receiver of the data, the sender transmts
EORs.

It seenms probable that the parties to the Tel net connection will
transmit EORs in both directions of the Telnet connection if EORs are
used at all; however, the use of ECRs nust be negoti ated

i ndependently for each direction

When the END- OF- RECORD option is not in effect, the | AC EOR comrand
shoul d be treated as a NOP if received, although | AC EOR shoul d not
normal |y be sent in this node.

6. I nplenentation Considerations
As the ECOR code indicates the end of an effective data unit, Tel net
should attenpt to send the data up to and including the EOR code
together to pronote commruni cati on efficiency.

The end of record is indicated by the | AC EOR 2-octet sequence. The
code for EOR is 239 (decinal).
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
