DI SCUSSI ON

An interesting thing happened the other day. Sone people were up
visiting from|BM Federal Systens Division and, during the course of
the conversation, one of them pointed out that they had just as nuch
if not nore trouble with the operating system purveyors about naking
CS "changes" in behalf of networking as anyone else. At the tinme |
just observed that it |looked as if we were all victins together and
went on to the next point, but further reflection pronpts ne to offer
a few thoughts on the topic to the RFC comrmunity:

0 To us, it’s axiomatic that networking code is system code when it
has to be.

0 To Them it’s anat hemn

0 We haven’t really hit very hard on the point in the literature
(although I guess | have nmade a few strong assertions al ong those
lines, here and there, and it's at least inplicit in some of Dave
Clark’s stuff), unless in my usual slipshod fashion |I've just
nm ssed seeing it.

0 It woul d probably be responsible of us to rectify the om ssion
(assumng there is one) since the literature is supposed to be
the way the researchers educate the practioners.

0 Therefore, | propose a new subseries of RFCs on how the
net wor ki ng code was integrated with various CSs, with an eye
toward subsequent publication of the collection in the open
literature (RFCs being only sem -open, after all). I'll even
vol unteer to coordinate, at least to the extent of taking offers
frompeople who are willing to tackle various systens and telling
them who el se is having a bash at the same one for purposes of
possi bl e col | aboration--and possibly even merging the results of
separate efforts if people just send in things they' ve already
done. (I suppose | even have to offer to do a bit of editing, if
peopl e want.)
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What |'d like to see energe is a bunch of little essays along the
lines of what | attenpted to do on Multics in RFC 928, pp.14-21
whi ch woul d probably be a waste of electrons to reproduce here, but |

will if Jon thinks it’s worthwhile at some level. Wth | uck,
volunteers will emerge to discuss all of the major operating systens
currently on the net and nost of the minor ones as well, since one of

the nost interesting philosophical aspects of the exercise is to see
just what cuts and pastes get made to any OGS if it’'s networked. My
guess is that given nore nodern systenms’ tendencies to nmake addi ng
device drivers nmore straightforward and to offer interprocess
comruni cation prinmtives at the systemlevel, the likeliest
difficulties to encounter would be getting on the process creation
pat h appropriately for Telnet--but that’'s reasoni ng ahead of the
data. Suffice it to say that each piece shoul d address Host - Host
protocol interpreter(s) integration as well as Host-Conm Subnet
Processor PI (including device driver, if one), plus sonething about
Tel net and somet hing el se about FTP (at |east to the extent of
whether it’s per-user or "nmonolithic"--on the server side, that is),
and, of course, sone rel evant anatom zing of the OGS itself.

The noral, it seens to me, is that we have a chance to strike back at
the oppressors by showi ng them what they should be furnishing with
their silly off-the-rack systenms if they are going to continue to
object to our alterations to make the bl oody things fit anywhere near
right. It’s alittle extra effort on our part, but it’s probably a
worthy goal. Indeed, if anybody fromIPTOis watching | suppose |I'd
even go so far as to suggest a pro tem System I ntegration Task force
if I hadn’t already volunteered once in this thing and used up ny
guot a.
